The Sonnets

Shakespeare's sonnets - 154 in all - were first published in 1609 without the knowledge or con-
sent of their author. Though there is very little direct evidence which might point to a specific date of
composition, on stylistic grounds it is believed that they were written at an earlier date.
The sonnets have been conventionally divided into two groupings:
Sonnets 1-126 are addressed to or concern an unnamed 'fair youth', probably Shakespeare's friend and
patron the Earl of Southampton.
Sonnets 127-154 are about a woman who is conventionally referred to as the 'dark lady’, presumably
Shakespeare's mistress. The poet speaks about his troubled love for the woman (who is married) and
describes a painful relationship in which they are both unfaithful to each other.

The range of emotions explored in the sonnets is extraordinary: confident declarations of unself-

ish love, sad parting words, expressions of joy at reunion or bitter disappointment at mutual infidelity.

The range of styles is greatly varied. In many sonnets the style is complex and rich while in
others the vocabulary, syntax and form are disarmingly simple. The best of the sonnets are widely con-
sidered to be the finest love poems in English literature.
