On a Novel Self-test Approach to Digital Testing
In this paper a new approach to digital testing is presented. This is based on a dynamic
modeling technique for the system under test (SUT). The proposed techniques consists of an
iterative self-test approach, that has been proved to be applicable to analogue fault analysis. A
Discrete Component Connection Model (DCCM) is presented as a basis of modeling analysis.
The DCCM describes a digital system by using a large-scale dynamic model for a reduction
in computation.

This approach is applicable to testing of both sequential and combinational complexity of this
testing technique is analyzed; a reduction of complexity is accomplished by using covering
set theory. Algorithms are presented for both the self-test and the decision processes.
The benefits of this approach are computational compatibility to existing complex simulation
packages and lower order of complexity of the decision process for single and multiple fault
detection and location.
