Step-by-step phonetic analysis

1. Define the number of sense-groups in the sentence (or in the passage) and mark the pauses.

Mind that some independent elements of a sentence (parentheses, adverbial modifiers of time

and place, direct addresses) if they are in the final position, do not form a separate intonation-

group.)

2. Find the communicative centre of each sense-group (it s usually at the end = the last notional
word. Independent elements in the final position are seldom the communicative centre of the
sense-group).

3. Define the type of the nuclear tone and put it at the nucleus. The choice of the nuclear tone in

a non-final sense-group depends on its semantic value: whether it is complete and independent or

incomplete and dependent on the following sense-group. The choice of the nuclear tone in a final

sense-group depends on the communicative type of the sentence (4 communicative types of
sentences, including different types of questions).

4. Mark the other stressed words, underline the unstressed form-words. Form-words are usually
unstressed and reduced. Notional words are normally stressed . If unstressed, they are not
reduced. In general, any word-notional and form can be logically stressed.

5. Think of possible means of making speech more emphatic:

a) Accidental Rise(the Descending Up-Broken Scale),

b) a complex tone instead of a simple one,

c) the High Pre-head,

d) Logical stress (a nuclear tone of a wider range or a shift of the nucleus from the last
notional word), etc.

6. Transcribe the sentence, using the weak forms of the form- words (don't
