‘Promps’ is short
for ‘promenades’, so-called because most of the seats are taken out of the Albert Hall, where the
concerts take place, and the audience stands or walks around instead.
eGlyndebourne. All summer. Is held in a 16-century country house (Glyndebourne) in a village in
Sussex. An annual opera festival. Is attended by rich, upper-class people.
eRoyal National Eisteddfod. July. Wales. Music, poetry and dance from many different countries.
Mostly in the form of competition.
eGlastonbury and Reading. Probably the two most well-established rock music festivals.
eBradford and Cambridge. Folk music festivals.
eInternational Shakespeare Festival. Is held in the Aldwych Theatre in London. During the festival
famous companies from abroad perform Shakespeare’s plays.
