The text must be presented in the electronic version (word processor “Word”, format RTF, page margins – 25 mm on the both sides, font Times New Roman, size 14, single spacing). Article size – 4 to 8 pages. 
Top right corner holds author’s full name in bold italic type (for example: S.А. Petrova). Under the name it is essential to state the organization represented by the author. Further – the article title in the center in capital bold without abbreviations.   


Then there must be presented an abstract (3-4 sentences) and key words (not more then 6).
In-text links are in square brackets. References are made in accordance with the GOST R 7.05-2008 in alphabetic order at the end of the article (not more then 6 references).  New paragraph (first line) – 1,25 сm (making new paragraph line with “Space” button is not accepted). Automatic per-line word hyphenation (not more than 3 in a row). No page numbers. RTF file should be titled with the author’s surname.
