2) a body of procedures which enables
us better to add to this body of information and
knowledge.

Science both informs and instructs! The
body of information generated by science and
the knowledge of how to use it are two
products of science. As already indicated, we
will not be concerned here with the body of
information and knowledge which it has
generated: that is not with the specific theories,
laws, and facts that have been developed in the
various physical, life, and behavioral science.
Instead we will be concerned with the
procedures by which science generates this
body of knowledge, the process inquiry.
