Mostly in the form of competition.
*Glastonbury and Reading. Probably the two most well-established rock music festivals.
* Bradford and Cambridge. Folk music festivals.
* International Shakespeare Festival. Is held in the Aldwych Theatre in London. During the festival
famous companies from abroad perform Shakespeare’s plays.
