"English is the international language of communication"

There are many countries in the world, and there are even more languages spoken
by their inhabitants. How can the population of the Earth understand each other? But this
goal is served by international languages, which allow us all to communicate with each
other, regardless of nationality and place of residence. One of them is English.

Among foreign languages, English stands out for its prevalence, universality,
which, in fact, is very beneficial, since quite a large number of people speak this language
and studying it can help to get acquainted with foreigners and even help to get a job.

At the present stage of Russia's development, when qualitatively new relations
between our country and members of the world community have been formed on the basis
of new political and socio-economic realities, favorable opportunities have been created in
Russia for learning foreign languages and their real use in communication with
representatives of other countries. Successful mastery of foreign languages at present is a
necessary prerequisite for getting an interesting job in the country and abroad,
strengthening friendship with representatives of various countries, for continuing
education in international higher educational institutions and professional growth in the
chosen field of specialization.

Here, knowledge of a foreign language plays an important role, the possession of
which expands the possibilities of communication at the intercultural level, and, of course,
causes respect from a communication partner who is flattered by the knowledge of his
language, just as Russians are surprised by a foreigner speaking their language.

Knowing what a person says and understanding him are not the same thing. It is
therefore advisable to investigate how, already in the process of learning a foreign
language itself, a person can gradually acquire the knowledge and skills that are the reason
for successful intercultural communication.

English is on the way to becoming the world's first universal language. And this is
confirmed by a number of facts: it is the native language for 500 million people in 12
different countries of the world. This is significantly less than about 900 million people
who speak Mandarin Chinese. However, another 600 million people speak English at a
decent level and use it as a second language. And also several hundred million more have
some knowledge of the English language, which in turn has a semi-official or official
status, and this is in about 62 countries. But perhaps as many people who speak different
dialects of Chinese as English speakers, English is undoubtedly more widespread
geographically, and in fact more universal than Chinese. Its distribution is growing at an
intensive pace.

The importance of the English language in the modern world is difficult to
overestimate. After all, it is impossible not to take into account the choice of more than 1
billion people who use it. And if for half of them it is native, then about 600 million have
chosen it as a foreign one.

In general, the political, economic, scientific, and sports life of the whole world
"flows" in English. English is defined as the official and working language of the United



Nations. All kinds of summits and meetings of heads of state, signing of laws and decrees,
negotiations and debates — all this is conducted in English. International trade, the work of
the banking system, the activities of the transport system on land, at sea and in the air are
carried out in English. This language is a living communication tool for academics,
doctors of sciences, scientists all over the world. After all, international conferences, the
study of world experience and the exchange of information of scientific minds takes place
only with the use of English. What can | say, the Olympic Games and all kinds of
competitions between countries have chosen English as the official language.

The importance of the English language in the modern world is so great that its
knowledge is not a privilege and luxury. Once upon a time, computers, as well as mobile
phones, could only afford people of a certain social stratum. Now such things are essential
items. The same can be said about English. It is taught everywhere: in schools,
universities, courses. It is implied that any educated person is simply obliged to speak
English, since it is his key to further self-education and self-improvement.

English as a universal international language

A foreign language, like a native one, does not exist in isolation in society and
cannot live its own life. It is closely connected with all spheres of society: economy,
politics, art, education, military sphere, etc. reflecting the culture of the country it
represents. However, the difference is that a foreign language serves as a means of not
only interpersonal, but also interethnic, interstate, international communication.

Becoming participants in any kind of intercultural contacts, people interact with
representatives of other cultures, often significantly different from each other. And first of
all, in languages, traditions, norms of social behavior, clothing, national cuisine, attitude to
the work performed often make these contacts difficult and even impossible. But these are
only particular problems of cross-cultural contacts.

The main obstacle preventing the successful solution of this problem is that we
perceive other cultures through in our own way, so our observations and conclusions are
limited by its framework. It is difficult for us to understand the meaning of words, actions,
actions that are not characteristic of ourselves. This suggests the conclusion that effective
intercultural communication will not arise out of thin air, it needs to be studied
purposefully.

English is the language of the English, Americans, one of the two official languages
of Ireland, Canada and Malta, the official language of Australia, New Zealand, it is used
by the population of some Asian countries (India, Pakistan, etc.) and Africa, including as
official languages.

When it is said that English is a mixed language, it does not apply equally to its
grammar and its vocabulary. In addition to the dictionary borrowings already mentioned, it
IS necessary to point out the flow of Latin, Italian, Spanish, Dutch, Arabic and other words
that flooded into the English language during the Renaissance, the era of flourishing
commercial capital. To these foreign-language words it is necessary to add a certain
number of words of native languages that have entered the English language in connection
with the expansion of the colonial power of English capital. The English language has a
huge lexical wealth: Webster's complete dictionary has about 425,000 words.

In 90 countries, English is either a second language or is widely studied.



In Hong Kong, students in nine out of ten secondary schools study English. In
France, in public secondary schools, students are required to study English or German for
four years, the majority - at least 85% - choose English. In Japan, students must study
English for six years before graduating from high school. In Russia, where learning
foreign languages is mandatory for children, most of them learn English. In Norway,
Sweden and Denmark, it is mandatory to study English. Of all European countries, not
counting the UK, the Netherlands is in first place in terms of the number of people who
know English. Since Portugal joined the European Community, the demand for English
lessons has replaced the demand for French classes. "On the part of students, young
professionals, educators, business people and government officials in most countries, there
Is a general hunger for materials and technological means in English," notes Charles Wick,
former director of the United States Information Agency (USIA).

English prevails on transport and in the media. English is the language of travel and
communication on international airlines. At all international airports, pilots and
dispatchers speak English. Flags and light signals are used in maritime navigation, but "if
ships had to communicate verbally, they would have found a common language, which
would probably be English,” says Werner Sims, an employee of the American maritime
border service.

Conclusion

In order to be able to communicate with most of the world's population and have
access to a huge reservoir of information, we need to learn English at least at an
elementary level. It is useful to almost everyone, it is not so difficult to study, and by
studying it, we gain much more than we lose. English is needed not only for international
communication and work, but also for entertainment. After all, reading a book in the
original, watching a movie or TV series without being distracted by dubbing or subtitles is
much better, because everything is presented in its initial form, without distortions of
meaning, with all phraseological units and wordplay.

RECYCLING

(1) Recycling is a very important subject, and one that is becoming more so all the time. As we all know,
it reduces waste and is good for the environment. But what do recycling centres do with the things we
throw away? | found out some very interesting information.

(2) Recycling paper has been the biggest success. In 1990, in the USA, more than 20 million tons of
paper were recycled and turned into birthday cards, cereal boxes, and hundreds of other things. Paper is
the easiest material to recycle and, as David Dougherty of Clean Washington said, "You can use it six
times over, then burn what's left to create energy."

(3) Wisconsin cow farmer George Plenty had the most interesting use for recycled paper: he uses it
instead of straw in his barn. "It's cheaper than straw," he said, "but even if the price were the same, |
wouldn't go back."

(4) Plastic is the hardest material to recycle, because there are so many different kinds, all of which need
to be treated differently. At the moment, only two per cent of the plastic used in the US is recycled. But
is does have its uses: one company uses plastic from recycled car headlights to make windows. In some
ways they are better than normal windows, because they are much harder to break. Another company,
Image Carpets, uses plastic to make carpets and rugs. A comment made by the manager showed us how
attitudes towards recycling have changed. "We worried that people might refuse to buy the carpets if
they knew they were recycled,” said sales Manager, John Richmeier. "Now we advertise the fact as a
marketing strategy."”

(5) Metal is another important material. It is easier to recycle an aluminium can than to make a new one.
It is also 20 per cent cheaper, and uses only 5 per cent of the energy that making a new can would use.
So many of the things we use are made of metal, and can all be reused after they stop working.
Recycling car parts, for example, is a big business. There is also very little waste involved in recycling
metal. Steel is 100 per cent recyclable, and can be recycled hundreds of times. Recycling steel is cheaper
than mining it. A lot of America’s scrap metal is taken by the Japanese, recycled, and eventually sold
back to America as new cars.

(6) 20 per cent of America's glass is recycled, and used for a number of things. For example, it can be
mixed with asphalt or cement and used to pave streets. It can also be melted down and used to make



new bottles. However, unlike the other materials, glass can also be reused commercially in its original
form; many types of bottles are returned to bottling plants, sterilized and refilled. Recycling and reusing
glass is actually a huge worldwide business, with bottle banks appearing everywhere.
